Arrival: Franklin HS Main Gym Lobby @ 6 pm. No guests or family members are allowed in 
meeting area. Students who do not arrive by 7:15 pm will not walk in procession. Students are 
encouraged to park in the parking areas near the entrances of the gym and football field. Any student 
who comes to the ceremony under the influence of drugs, and/or alcohol will be removed and subject 
to the laws of the city. Students may not smoke or bring vape devices will them. Anyone in violation of 
this policy, will be removed from the ceremony.  
Check-in: Student’s temperature will be taken upon arrival and students will not be allowed to 
participate in ceremony if they have a temperature of 99.9 degrees or above.  Students will sit in 
seats in the gym prior to graduation, that be arranged similar to the seats on the football field. 

 Main Gym – IB, Top 10 %, A – Ordenana 
 Small Gym – Ordonez – Z, students who RSVP’d after June 6th 

Dress Code: Students do not have to follow the dress code in the previous senior contract but must 
still follow the school dress code since graduation is a school event. Seniors are encouraged to dress 
casual in an outfit that will keep them cool because it will be hot outside. 

NO HEELS ARE ALLOWED ON THE FIELD! 
• Students can only wear flats or wedges; students are not allowed to wear heels.  All 

graduates are going to walk the entire track before sitting down in their seats so please make 
smart footwear choices. 

• Caps may be decorated, and same rules apply. Decorations must be related to Coronado, 
higher education, or your future plans. There cannot be decorations hanging off or sticking up. 

Ceremony: NO CELL PHONES MAY BE USED AT ANY TIME DURING THE CEREMONY 
Graduation is a dignified ceremony, please behave appropriately. No beach balls, noise makers, or 
anything that distracts from the ceremony.  

Procession: Students will enter the field from under the stadium, walk the track and then to 
their seats on the field which will have their name & diploma.  
Roll Call: After speeches, students will be prompted by staff to walk towards the stage by 
rows. Students must take diplomas with them to the stage. Student’s name will be called, 
at which time, each student will walk across the stage, nod to Mr. Escareno, and pose for a 
picture with diploma.  There will be an ‘X’ on the floor where students will stop and pose for a 
picture. Students must then exit the opposite side of the stage, pick up a carnation, and report 
back to their seat.  
Conclusion of ceremony: There will be no recession, all students and parents will remain in 
their seats until they are dismissed by sections/rows. 

PARENTS/GUESTS: TICKET & MASKS ARE REQUIRED TO ENTER. 
• Doors will open @ 6 pm and guests must sit in the section assigned on their ticket. 
• Parents must enter through the rear entrance by the portables and are encouraged to park 

near the portables and the Franklin Magnet Center.  
• Water is allowed but no coolers. No umbrellas or noisemakers allowed and please limit 

personal items. 
• All students and parents will remain in their seats until they are dismissed by sections/rows. 
• Please read the back of tickets for all rules and regulations.
