5. Remind my child of the necessity of discipline in the classroom

6. Provide a quiet atmosphere to study and complete assignments
7. Attend all parent information sessions
8. Use the parent portal to manage your child’s grades and absences 
9. Communicate with teachers regularly, and seek instructor guidance if you struggle to help your child at home.
10. Ensure my child acquires adequate sleep each night

11. Monitor and Limit screen time (TV. Gaming, social media), ensuring all homeworking and academic activities are completed beforehand

Students pledge to:

1. Be respectful, responsible, and safe

2. Come prepared for class (with proper materials/supplies) and have all assignments and readings completed before the course begins
3. Be an active listener and participant in class and outside the class, taking ten minutes a night to read challenging material and time to review the lessons presented during the course that day

5. Complete and submit course assignments by the deadline set

6. Follow the cell phone policy in place
